Mykonos Island Dip

16 oz Greek Yogurt

8 o0z Soft Light Cream Cheese, Room Temp.
8 0z Crumbled Feta Cheese

3 Cloves Garlic, Grated 1
Kosher or Sea Salt and Freshly Ground Black Pepper &
1 English Cucumber, Peeled and Diced r
5 Plum Tomatoes, Seeded and Diced

5 Green Onions, Chopped

1 Cup Kalamata Olives, Chopped

Step One
In a bowl, stir together the yogurt, softened cream cheese, feta cheese, garlic and salt and
pepper to taste; mix until smooth.
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Step Two
Spread mixture into a shallow serving or baking dish. Cover, and refrigerate for 3 hours, or
overnight.

Step Three
To serve, scatter cucumber, tomatoes, green onion and chopped olives on top and season with
pepper as desired.
